More eco-tips for the month 
of October come courtesy of the 
U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency: 

• Choose and use a wide 
assortment of products made 
from recycled materials. For 
example, buy pencils made from 
old jeans or binders made from 
old shipping boxes. 

• Reuse items. Think refillable 
pens, rechargeable batteries and 
scrap paper for note-taking. 

• Maintain backpacks and 
notebooks, which can be reused 
for years to come. 

• Skip the brown bag - pack 
home lunches and beverages in 
reusable containers. 

• Check out local e-waste recy­
cling programs (such as the VH 
eWaste disposal drive Oct. 20-24;

locations) to properly dispose of 
all electronics.
